THE STATE OF HEALTHCARE IN THE STATE (June, 2010)
by Bob Levy

As you may be aware, the qualifying deadline for Florida federal and
statewide candidates was June 18 at noon. For your convenience, we
prepared a breakdown of the key political races for this year's elections
based on the latest information provided by the Florida Division of
Elections. For more details on the Florida's federal, statewide and local
candidates, please see the full Levy Report by clicking here or click
this link to the Florida Division of Elections for a complete list of all
candidates for all races. The primaries for these races are scheduled
for August 24th. If a runoff is required, it will be held on November
2nd.

Is the Economy Turning Around?

Florida's May unemployment rate dipped to 11.7 percent, only the
second time state jobless levels have dropped in more than four years,
and a sign some say shows the economy is turning around.

The May rate was 0.3 percentage points lower than a revised 12.0
percent figure for April, but still remained higher than the 9.4 percent
revised figure for May 2009. The state figure remains above the
national average, which fell 0.2 percentage points in May from the
previous month to 9.7 percent.

Florida's total nonagricultural employment in May 2010 was 7,224,900,
representing a net gain of 20,300 jobs over the month. That figure,
however, includes the addition of 23,000 temporary Census workers.
The findings though, also show Florida's annual rate of job loss slowing
-- from its steepest 6.9 percent decline in March 2009 to May's 0.7
percent dip, a loss of 50,300 jobs from last year.

But at least one economist says the monthly unemployment drop may
not mark signs of a real economic rebound. More sustained
improvement will be needed to gauge whether the easing
unemployment will continue or if it's the result of a short-term surge
fueled by Census hiring.

The May percentage rate translates into 1.1 million jobless out of a
labor force of 9.3 million. The figure however, does not include
discouraged workers who have stopped looking, the under-employed
and those working part-time instead of full time.



FEDERAL HEALTHCARE REFORM

Most people have their eye on 2014 when the Federal Healthcare
Reform really kicks in.

Also, note that, HHS has apparently already missed several deadlines
regarding implementation of the new law, including:

*Complying with an important transparency in government provision
requiring HHS to publish a list of its new authorities (Sec. 1552;
required by April 22, 2010);

*Proposing methodology and criteria for designating what qualifies as
"medically underserved populations" and "health professions shortage
areas" (Sec 5602; required May 7, 2010);

*Establishing a government task force to develop a strategy to improve
the government health care programs in Alaska (Sec 5104; required by
May 7, 2010); and

*Establishing an advisory committee to assist in creating and
conducting an advertising campaign to educate young women about
breast cancer and breast health, including early detection (Sec 10413;
required by May 22, 2010).

President Obama guaranteed the American Nursing Association recently
that "July 1, Americans denied coverage because of preexisting
conditions will be able to enroll in a new national insurance pool."
That means the states that refused to run the program themselves,
leaving that task to the feds, could well be the first to start delivering
benefits.

The information obtained from the survey provides a mechanism for



gaining insight into the perceived value of AICP and the quality of care
received through the program. The survey incorporates a series of key
quality-outcomes which include client perceptions concerning (a)
personal quality of health; (b) intensity of health care services and
utilization; and (c) quality of access to specialized HIV/AIDS care. In
2009, the client satisfaction rating on AICP Overall Quality was 95%.

The Miami-Dade County Hospital Preparedness Consortium (MDCHPC)
continues to strive for 100 percent participation from Miami-Dade
County hospitals to the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for
coordination of aid services during an event of disaster. To date, 28 of
the 34 hospitals in the county have signed the MDCHPC MOU.

Recently, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC), conducted site assessments of three Miami-Dade hospitals
for CDC Chempack containers. Presently, the Florida Department of
Health, Office of Emergency Operations, in conjunction with the
Regional Domestic Security Task Force (RDSTF), Region VI, Health and
Medical co-chairs, are facilitating the placement of one transferred
Chempack with the transfer of two additional containers at a later
time. Currently, MDCHPC is working to develop guidelines for hospitals



to follow in order to stock a variety of chemical antidotes in the event
of a nerve agent attack.

As a collaborative of safety-net providers in Miami-Dade County, the
Miami-Dade Health Action Network (MD-HAN) continues to discuss the
current crisis facing the Jackson Health System and how it affects the
safety-net of Miami-Dade County. Co-Chaired by Yolangel Hernandez-
Suarez, M.D., and Annie Neasman, RN, MS, the MD-HAN extended its
support to the restructuring of the Jackson Health System. During this
period of significant transitions, the MD-HAN continues to promote an
integrated system for serving Miami-Dade's uninsured and underinsured
populations and maintains its accessibility to the community as
requested.

New Subcommittee to Address Chronic Disease Issues in Miami-Dade
Recently, MD-HAN provided a letter of support to the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) in favor of a proposal submitted
by Health Choice Network. The recent grant opportunity titled
National Program to Eliminate Diabetes-Related Disparities in
Vulnerable Populations, targets communities in Miami-Dade County
that are particularly affected by conditions that increase the risk of
developing diabetes. As a result of this project, MD-HAN has recently
developed the Chronic Disease Subcommittee. This Subcommittee is a
collaborative effort between Health Choice Network and MD-HAN.
Health Choice Network will serve as the administrative and fiscal lead,
while MD-HAN serves as the community and regional governance lead,
bringing together multiple sectors to address the health disparities
Miami-Dade currently faces.

Tri-County Common Eligibility Committee

Currently, the Tri-County Committee is finalizing a business plan for
the utilization of the One-E-App System. The One-E-App System is a
web-based system designed to help families connect to publicly funded
health and human services programs, improving communication



between providers, and increasing the coordination of care throughout
the safety-net. It offers flexible technology that can be quickly and
economically adapted to meet local program and workflow needs. The
Tri-County Committee is working diligently to ensure consistency for
both clients and providers in South Florida, while reducing the overall
cost of the initiative. In addition, the Tri-County Committee is actively
searching for additional funding to initiate this program throughout
Miami-Dade, Broward and Palm Beach Counties.
